Of 89 applications made for information in June 2006, only 25 were answered.  September 2006 saw an appeal of the violation of the constitution on grounds of freedom of information.  PC published the names of judges who allowed public asset declarations.

Furthermore, the Committee was able to persuade the official qualification committee not to apply an existing regulation that prevents lawyers from being selected if they had previously litigated against the state or defended people accused of drug trafficking.  The presence of civil society during the selection process also helped guarantee women’s participation as judges on the Supreme Court.
