1- Governance

· The Board decided to pursue the work started on mapping non-financial risks in TI and how to manage those, including the protecting of TI people working in dangerous zones. An update should be circulated to the Board as soon as available. 
· The Board approved a document on working relations between TI-S, the National Chapters, national and international projects for consultation with National Chapters until 30 June 2008 after which the draft will be revised and submitted to the Board and then to the 2008 Annual Membership Meeting.

· TI-S should prepare a memo with some more details on how the BPI could be carried out, at what cost, etc, to go to the Board by January. Thereafter TI-S would likely move forward with the Bribery Perception Index (BPI) 2008.
2- National Chapter Accreditation Review
· Based on the recommendation of the Membership Accreditation Committee (MAC), the accreditation status of the TI Chapters in Canada, Trinidad & Tobago and Denmark were confirmed.

3- Board Committees 
· The idea should be pursued of holding the TI Annual Membership Meeting (AMM) in Berlin on years where there is no International Anti-Corruption Conference (IACC).
· KPMG was confirmed as the auditor for the TI-S 2007 accounts.
