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DAY ONE

Welcoming Remarks

Speakers:
Juree Vichit-Vadakan, Secretary-General (Transparency Thailand)

Executive Summary:

In her welcoming remarks, Juree Vichit-Vadakan, the Secretary-General of Transparency
Thailand, noted how much it meant to Transparency Thailand that the TI family came together
in Thailand after the recent political unrest.

Pascal Fabie opened the meeting, pointing out that this was the largest regional governance
meeting ever held involving Tl Asia Pacific chapters and was glad to announce that apart
from the 21 national chapters and contacts from the region, representatives from new
contacts in Afghanistan (Karolina Olofsson), Cambodia (Kol Preap) and Timor Leste (Jose
Nivio) as well as Sheena Graham and Tony Prescott from AusAID were also attending the
meeting. He moved on to introduce Rukshana Nanayakkara, former Deputy Executive
Director of Tl Sri Lanka, as the Asia Pacific Department’'s new Senior Programme Coordinator
working with the South Asian chapters.

SESSION ONE: TIAP Strategy 2012 - Implementation ‘

Executive Summary:

Nikola Sandoval gave a brief overview of the achievements, recent developments and next
steps in the implementation of the TIAP Strategy 2012. This included the Asia Pacific
Department’s Programmes on Advocacy and Legal Advice Centres, Forest Governance
Integrity, Youth Integrity Promotion and Regional Coordination and Support. Furthermore, she
presented the results of a survey carried out among chapters on the perceived usefulness of
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the support provided by the Asia Pacific Department under the Institutional Support
Programme. She noted that among the findings of the survey were that regional meetings and
internal communication (through chapterzone and newsletters etc) were rated very highly by
chapters, with 100% of all respondents noting that these were either useful or very useful. In
addition, funding (both operational and network reserve funding) were very beneficial. Areas
that can, in comparison, still be improved included the organisation of chapter visits, support
during accreditation and the provision of resource persons and expertise. Giving an update
also on the funding arrangements with AusAID, Nikola announced the extension of the
current AusAID grant to June 2011 and the submission of a new programme proposal by the
Asia Pacific Department to AusAID: Towards Effective Leadership and Reform in the Fights
against Corruption.

Following Nikola's presentation, the chapters presented on the political context in which they
work, challenges they face and governance measures they use to address them:

SESSION TWO (a): Chapter Reports Part I: South East Asia

Executive Summary:

Juree Vichit-Vadakan explained that with the recent political violence and unrest in Thailand,
the issue of corruption has entered murky waters with charges of corruption now being used
as a means of defaming political opponents. On the flipside, the unrest has created a sense
of urgency to fight against corruption and has resulted in corruption being seen as a major
factor in the continuing political conflict. The political unrest had thus brought corruption onto
the agenda of the people, political parties and private sector entities.

Ngooi Chiu Ing noted that Malaysia’s 2010 CPI score of 4.4 and ranked 56" remained flat.
The new administration has announced positive steps in March 2009, such as declaring the
improvement of the CPI score as one of its goals. However, implementation has fallen short
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of expectations. Despite declaring that they will be more active in fighting “big fish”, none had
been prosecuted so far and no action had been taken against high-profile cases.

Dolores Espafiol provided an overview of Tl Philippines’ outreach work. She outlined TI
Philippines’ aim to form coalitions and partnerships with other organisations to highlight good
governance, accountability and integrity. In particular, she highlighted a forum on governance
in business which TI Philippines had recently conducted with participants from the
Department of Justice, the Supreme Court and representatives from various industries. The
forum brought together around a hundred participants and served as a good fundraising
opportunity for TI Philippines.

Thi Kieu Vien Nguyen noted that the Vietnamese government has recently increased its anti-
corruption efforts, by, for example, ratifying the UNCAC and integrating anti-corruption into
the school curricula. However, challenges remained in the UNCAC implementation and
enforcement. Also, despite some improvements, the environment was still not favourable to
the active involvement of civil society and media. Whistleblowers remained in a fragile
position.

Rezki Wibowo noted that after improvements in the past few years the anti-corruption
movement in Indonesia seemed to have reached a low in recent times. Indonesia’s CPI score
has stalled at 2.8. Rezki discussed recent efforts to weaken the Anti-corruption Commission
and also noted that state capture was becoming a major issue in Indonesia with many
business people seeming to become heavily involved in politics. In light of the next elections
coming up in 2014, Rezki explained that Tl Indonesia was particularly concerned about the
lack of knowledge of politics among youth.

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Executive Summary:

Iftekhar Zaman outlined both the positive and negative aspects of the anti-corruption
framework in Bangladesh. He referred to the opposition’s boycott of the parliament and noted
a lack of asset disclosure amongst the powerful. Among the positives, he pointed out the
development of an implementation strategy for the UNCAC and a Right to Information Act.
Iftekhar emphasised the necessity of anti-corruption programmes within government
institutions and the building of capacity of the people, who he noted were particularly likely to
become victims of corruption if they were not aware of the rules applying to a case before
them.

P.S. Bawa described the improvement of corporate governance, the ensuring of political
accountability and administration, the empowering of the disadvantaged as well as the
strengthening of social accountability tools as the major aims of Tl India and explained the
pertaining tools as well as opportunities and challenges. He pointed out that Tl India has had
the opportunity to participate in the drafting of India’s national anti-corruption strategy.

Ilham Mohamed explained that grand corruption was more prevalent in the Maldives than
petty corruption. She noted that the year of 2010 had seen a large number of grand corruption
allegations against high level public officials, such as parliamentarians and members of the
newly formed judicial services commission. The auditor general had been removed by the
parliament after the anti-corruption commission had found him negligent in a case of
corruption. Following his removal, the Maldives has now not had an auditor general in six
months.

Ashish Thapa noted that Nepal was in a transitional political phase moving from a conflict to a
post-conflict country where all conflicts had to be managed by consensus of political parties.
The National Integrity System has not been functioning properly in this current transitional
phase. However, Tl Nepal felt that when going to talk to politicians they were taken seriously.
At Tl Nepal's recent Annual General Meeting the expansion of outreach was defined as the
chapter’s key goal.

Saad Rashid explained that although the Pakistani government was fairly good at talking
about fighting corruption, actions were often falling behind expectations. Pakistan had ratified
the UNCAC in 2007 but no action had been taken since. After last year's CPI launch a
committee including T1 Pakistan had been set up to look at governance issues. However, no
action was taken on the committee’s recommendations and the committee since seemed to
have ceased to exist. The government saw the responsibility for the fall of Pakistan’s ranking
in this year’s CPI with Tl and TI Pakistan.

J. C. Weliamuna noted that since the military hostilities ceased in 2009, the government
placed its emphasis on economic development and post-war reconstruction with little
importance accorded to transparency and accountability standards. There was little space for
civil society, limited media freedom and suppression of voices of dissent. J.C. further noted
that Tl Sri Lanka was one of the few organisations working on anti-corruption in Sri Lanka.
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SESSION TWO (c): Chapter Reports Part lll: The Pacific \

Executive Summary:

Michael Ahrens noted that the global financial crisis has not affected Australia too badly and
that both the public and the private sector seemed to be doing well. Both the Anti-corruption
Commission and media are very active. Drawbacks to the fight against corruption include the
current minority government and the election of a representative convicted of bribery into the
parliament.

David Aidney explained that Fiji's political environment was heavily marked by the military
commander prime minister. There was no elected government and the electoral system was
currently under review. Limitations of media freedoms as well as public emergency
regulations posed further challenges to Tl Fiji's work. David furthermore noted concern about
the lack of transparency of government spending.

Claire Johnstone noted that New Zealand had retained its top spot in the CPI and was thus
the country with the lowest perceived level of public sector corruption. However, she
emphasised that this did not mean that challenges did not remain. Claire noted that New
Zealand was prone to money laundering and, generally, white collar crimes. Also, she pointed
out that New Zealand was one of 18 countries that had signed but not ratified the UNCAC
while 122 countries had both signed and ratified it.

Emily Taule said that Papua New Guinea’s political environment was characterised by
systemic and systematic corruption with a continuing lack of response to a number of major
corruption scandals. The biggest challenge was that Papua New Guinea was marked by a
culture of silence and elections based on culture and family, not leadership qualities. The
upcoming 2012 elections are seen to play a critical role in the development of Papua New
Guinea.

Bob Pollard explained that the Solomon Islands’ previous government had shown
commitment to anti-corruption work and that, for example, its anti-corruption task force had
done good work. He pointed out that the new government’'s policy had no focus on anti-
corruption and noted that there had been instances of political interferences, such as for
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example in the forestry sector. He also pointed out that government processes often lacked
transparency and accountability and enforcement mechanisms were insufficient.

Brittien Yosef stated that in Vanuatu there had been cases of corruption in the central
government and parliament noting that three seats in parliament were invalid due to bribery.
He described the existence of a strong sense of loyalty to “wantoks”, family and specific
political and social groups as an obstacle to transparency and good governance and noted
that tensions between the systems of traditional customs and democracy remained high. With
regards to the media, he pointed out that journalists needed to be encouraged to be
“investigative”.

SESSION TWO (d): Chapter Reports Part IV: East Asia

Executive Summary:

Ren Jianming stated that the paradox of the anti-corruption environment in China was that
while the top leaders had a comparatively strong will to fight corruption and the media and the
people were strongly concerned about the issue, levels of corruption were still high in the
public as well as in the private sector. Ren explained that the major challenge ahead of TI
China was to find a way to play a crucial role in the field of anti-corruption in China.

Yoichi Ishii stated that a major challenge for Tl Japan was the low level of interest in anti-
corruption. There is no pressing need to fight corruption among the Japanese population
which resulted in Tl Japan having difficulties with fundraising and the recruitment of members.
Currently, Tl Japan has no paid staff, only volunteers. Yoichi announced that they will be
hosting the 2011 TIAP Regional Programme Meeting in April next year in Tokyo.

Jinhee Chang explained that South Korea had seen a lot of corruption scandals recently and
noted that while the country had a framework of anti-corruption laws in place and had also
ratified the UNCAC, enforcement measures continue to be lacking. Jinhee commented on the
government using the anti-corruption agenda for its own political purposes. She furthermore
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pointed out a sense of apathy among the general population and outlined the difficulties the
chapter had in recruiting new members.

Chilik Yu explained that the current political environment in Taiwan was favourable to
combating corruption. He stated that TI Chinese Taipei had had a pretty good year with its
efforts to promote, for example, the UN International Anti-corruption Day or Business Integrity
initiatives at the Ministry of Transportation, having been quite successful. However, he noted
that TI Chinese Taipei had set itself high goals and was constantly looking for new
opportunities.

SESSION THREE: New Contacts in the Region

Executive Summary:

Karolina Olofsson gave a brief overview of the anti-corruption context in Afghanistan followed
by a short presentation of Integrity Watch Afghanistan’'s fields of activity. Speaking on
Afghanistan’s anti-corruption environment, she explained that while the government structure
was set up after 2001, people’s mentality stemmed from before then. There was a very big
clash between the contents of the constitution and the actual political environment and also
strong differences between the central and local levels of government. Karolina explained that
Integrity Watch Afghanistan’s work focused on the three pillars of “Community-based
monitoring — Reconstruction”, “Public Service Monitoring” and “Extractive Industries
Monitoring” and was aimed to in the future expand to the area of rule of law, court watches
and budget tracking at local levels.

Kol Preap gave a brief overview of the legal anti-corruption framework as well as recent
government initiatives in the field of anti-corruption in Cambodia. Kol noted that a major cause
of corruption in Cambodia was the general public tolerance of it. Other causes were the
culture of gift-giving and the low pay of civil servants. Kol also presented his goals for his
soon to be set up organisation for the coming years: Institutional Capacity Development,
Institutional Coordination and Coalition Building, Civic Engagement and Education, Promotion
of Citizens’ Access to Information, Monitoring of Public Resource Management and
Corruption Assessment and Research.

Transparency International Asia Pacific 7-8 November 2010
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Jose Nivio presented the organisational structure of Labeh and the respective roles of its
departments, which focused their work on the areas of Transparency, Accountability and Anti-
corruption, Budget Monitoring, Advocacy and Monitoring and Education, Training and
Capacity Development.

DAY TWO

SESSION FOUR: Best practices for good governance and
accountability

For this session the participants split into five breakout groups to discuss trends as well as
common opportunities and challenges in governance issues. Based on the chapters’
presentations, the following five topics were identified as common challenges in the region:

- Staffing: Recruiting and retaining qualified staff
- Limited operating space for NGOs

- Funding issues

- Having an impact on the national policy level

- The role of membership and outreach

Breakout Group “Staffing: Recruiting and retaining qualified staff”

Participants: representatives of Tl Fiji, Tl Indonesia, Tl Papua New Guinea,
Transparency Solomon Islands, Tl Sri Lanka, Transparency Vanuatu

Facilitator: Anna Thayenthal (TI-S, Asia Pacific Department)

The group looked at challenges their chapters encountered in recruiting and retaining staff
and tried to propose ways to tackle them. Suggestions made included the development of
clear job descriptions along with having clear expectations as to an employee’s role. In line
with that the development of a policy manual outlining the recruitment process in clear terms
was considered useful. A strong point made was the necessity of creating incentives for
(potential) staff, such as mentoring policies and training as well as good corporate
governance. A possible strategy discussed was targeting universities for committed interns
and volunteers. Generally, it was agreed that chapters need to be more realistic in their

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recruitment process, the demands on staff and available resources. Other suggestions
included the introduction of exit interviews to learn from previous experiences and the seeking
of other organisations’ collaboration in the recruitment of staff.

Breakout Group “Limited operating space for NGOs”

Participants: representatives of Tl Bangladesh, Tl Chinese Taipei, Tl Malaysia, Tl Nepal,
Tl Pakistan, Tl Sri Lanka and Labeh (contact in Timor Leste)

Facilitator: Rukshana Nanayakkara (TI-S, Asia Pacific Department)

The group looked at how civil society operating space had been limited in their respective
countries, looked at the nature of threats and discussed possible advocacy strategies in dealing
with them. Participants found the level of tolerance of critical political views in their respective
countries to be low, but pointed out that civil society also often failed to maintain a politically non-
partisan position. It was agreed that civil society was to lose its credibility if NGOs themselves
lacked transparency and did not proactively disclose information. The group saw challenges for
civil society in restricted press freedom and selective prosecution by the state. In terms of possible
advocacy approaches the group suggested aiming for more credibility through the building of
coalitions even on minimum grounds and also reaching out more and more to state institutions. For
example, engagement could be sought with local governments, members of the opposition or
individual politicians if engagement with the federal government was not possible. In case of
imminent threats external links were important for NGOs. The global name of Transparency
International has, for example, been important for the national chapters. Also, it was emphasised
that NGOs needed to put effort into legitimising their work, with a good communication strategy
listed as a good possible means.

Breakout Group “Funding issues”

Participants: representatives of Tl India, Tl Indonesia, Tl Japan, Tl Malaysia, Tl Nepal, TI
Papua New Guinea, Tl Sri Lanka, Transparency Vanuatu and a new contact in Cambodia

Facilitator: Samantha Grant (TI-S, Asia Pacific Department)

The group identified problems their chapters faced with securing funding and looked at possible
approaches in addressing them. Challenges that were found to arise were generally a decrease in
development aid, greater difficulties in securing core as opposed to project funding, an increase of
organisations doing similar work and donor-driven agendas. Discussing possible ways to increase
funding, the group suggested working together and submitting joint proposals with likeminded civil
society organisations. Another suggestion made was aiming for government funding with no
strings attached to it, though probably very difficult to obtain in most countries, or also approaching
bankers’ associations and chambers of commerce for funding. Other means of funding noted were
membership fees and fundraising events, like for example Tl Papua New Guinea’'s Walk against
Corruption. As the strongest asset in finding and retaining funding, the group identified having a
clear strategy plan paired with the ability to use core funding.

Breakout Group “Having an impact on the national po licy level”
Participants: representatives from Tl China, Tl India, Tl Japan, Tl Malaysia,
Transparency Maldives and new contacts in Afghanistan (Integrity Watch
Afghanistan) and Cambodia

Facilitator: Ran Liao, (TI-S, Asia Pacific Department)

The group looked at how their chapters and organisations had in the past managed to have
impact on the national policy level in their respective countries. Tl India, for example, reported
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that it had a good relationship with the federal ombudsman and had also been successful in
influencing the government to develop a national policy on access to information. Tl China
had been successful in promoting a national youth integrity curriculum. It was generally
agreed that the goals for the future were more tangible results and more successful initiatives
also between different countries. The sharing of newsletters between chapters was seen as a
good possible starting point.

Breakout Group “The role of membership and outreach ”

Participants: representatives from TI Indonesia, Tl Korea (South), Tl Philippines,
Transparency Thailand and a new contact in Cambodia

Facilitator: Nikola Sandoval (TI-S, Asia Pacific Department)

The group looked into the different types and roles of membership among the chapters.
Membership was seen not only as a potential source of financial support contributing to a
chapter’s sustainability but also as moral support giving the chapter legitimacy. Membership
policies the chapters discussed were based upon invitation or differentiated between fully
paying members and “supporters” to who significantly lower fees applied. Chapters also cited
recruitment in partnerships with similar organisations and support pledges. It was agreed that
despite increase in membership being very desirable, caution should still apply in recruiting
new members to the organisation and, in particular, to its board. The motives of people
interested in joining the organisation should be evaluated.

SESSION FIVE: Global Measurement Tools in 2010: An
Update

Speaker: Juanita Riano (TI-S, Policy and Research Department)

Juanita Riano, Programme Manager in the Policy and Research Department, provided an
update on Transparency International’s global measurement tools. She gave on overview of
the findings of the recently launched Corruption Perceptions Index and explained the process
of its upcoming review. Furthermore, she gave a brief overview and presented plans for the
launch of the Global Corruption Barometer on 9 December.

Following Juanita’s presentation, the chapters discussed the novelties as well as findings of
this year’s Corruption Perceptions Index. They showed themselves content with the first-ever
publishing of the score of each individual survey used and noted that giving further details on
the areas the surveys looked at would be useful in future editions of the index. Furthermore
the chapters discussed activities around national launches of the upcoming Global Corruption
Barometer and possible areas for TI-S support.

CLOSING

Nikola Sandoval closed the meeting looking ahead to the next Asia Pacific Regional
Programme Meeting to be held in April 2011 in Tokyo.
